Within the scope of Tirkiye-EU financial cooperation, the Diizce
Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan (SUMP) Project, co-financed under
the Sectoral Operational Programme for Transport (USOP) was
presented to the members of the Dizce Municipal Council on 7 April
2025.

The meeting, held in the Assembly Hall of Diuzce Municipality, was
attended by council members, relevant department heads, and
project staff. The agenda focused on the project’s objectives, the
work carried out to date, and the strategic actions proposed for
Implementation.

Bas Govers, the Project Team Leader, delivered a presentation that
highlighted the concept of sustainable mobility, and the city-specific
policies designed in line with EU standards. He shared the results of
technical analyses, fieldwork, and transport modelling carried out
throughout the project, emphasizing how the gathered data could
support evidence-based policymaking in Diizce.

The meeting continued interactively with questions and contributions
from council members, who expressed strong support for the project
and its potential to deliver long-term value to the city.

DUzce
Belediyesi’ne, Belediye Baskani Dr. Faruk Ozli’ye, belediye
personeline ve vyiklenici firma ekibine tesekkiir eden Igci, bu
projenin yalnizca motorlu araclara yonelik olmadigini, bisiklet,
yaya ve toplu tasima gibi surdurtlebilir ulasim tdrlerine éncelik
veren cevre dostu ve insan merkezli bir yaklasim sundugunu
kaydetmistir. Cografi yapi, ntfus yapisi ve ekonomik potansiyel
gbdz &6nlinde bulundurularak Dulzce'ye &6zgu bir planin
hazirlandigini belirten I§ci, temel amaclarinin cevreyi koruyarak
erisilebilirligi artirmak ve yasam kalitesini yukseltmek oldugunu
vurgulamistir.

rdurdlebilir Kentsel Ulas

Within the scope of Tiirkiye-EU financial cooperation, the Closing
Ceremony of the Duzce Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan (SUMP)
Project, co-financed with the EU under the Sectoral Operational
Programme for Transport (USOP) and implemented with Diizce
Municipality as the End Beneficiary, was held on 9 April 2025 at the
Prof. Dr. Erol GuUngo6r Kultir Merkezi in Dizce with broad
participation.

The meeting was attended by Tijen Igci (PhD), Head of
Department for EU Investments of the Ministry of Transport and
Infrastructure; Haluk Cakmak, Deputy Governor of Diizce; Hasan
Gunden and Caner Okan Kaltu, Deputy Mayors of Dizce
Municipality; along with provincial directors, representatives of
public institutions, officials from the contractor firm, members of
the project team, and many distinguished guests.

Delivering the opening speech, Idci emphasized that the project
had been successfully completed. She expressed her gratitude to
Diizce Municipality, Mayor Faruk Ozli (PhD), municipal staff, and
the contractor team. I§ci underlined that this initiative goes
beyond addressing motorized transport alone offering an
environmentally conscious and human-centered approach that
prioritizes sustainable modes such as walking, cycling, and public
transport. She further noted that a plan tailored to Diizce’s
geographical characteristics, demographic structure, and
economic potential had been developed, with the primary aim of
protecting the environment, enhancing accessibility, and
improving the quality of life.

Then Deputy Mayor Hasan Glnden took the floor, stating that
transport should not be regarded solely as a technical issue, but
also as a crucial component of social life. He emphasized that the
project had focused on ensuring traffic safety, comfortable travel,
and citizen-oriented solutions. He also remarked that Dizce, due
to its scale, serves as a Strong example for implementing
sustainable transport initiatives, and that this project represents a
lasting contribution to the city’s future.

In the technical session, Senior Transport Planner Prof. Dr. Kemal
Mert Cubukcu delivered a comprehensive presentation on the
fundamentals of transport modelling, the four-stage model, and its
application in the context of Duzce. Prof. Cubukcu highlighted the
critical importance of transport modelling in forecasting travel
demand, conducting scenario-based analysis, and supporting
evidence-based decision-making. He also provided technical
insights into data quality and the model’s relevance to strategic
planning.

Lastly, Project Team Leader Bas Govers presented the details of
the project’s final report. Govers noted that extensive fieldwork
carried out in Diizce had allowed for an accurate assessment of the
current situation and that the proposed strategies and projects
hold significant potential to transform all dimensions of the urban
mobility system. Emphasizing the suitability of Dizce’s urban form
for sustainable mobility, he added that concrete progress could be
achieved in the short term, if implementation steps are promptly
taken.

The event concluded with a Q&A session and a family photo.

GAUS Project

The Sustainable and Smart Mobility Strategy Plan for Gaziantep
(GAUS), one of the projects of the Sectoral Operational Programme
for Transport (USOP), is co-financed by the EU and aims for a more
sustainable, accessible, and environmentally friendly urban transport
infrastructure. Managed by the Ministry of Transport and
Infrastructure, with the Gaziantep Metropolitan Municipality as the
final beneficiary, the project focuses on modernizing the city’s
transportation systems and enhancing urban mobility through the
Implementation of Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS).

To assess the project’s progress and plan future activities, the
Steering Committee Meeting was held on 15 April 2025 in Gaziantep.
Tijen Igci (PhD), Head of Department for EU Investments of the
Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure, and Abdullah Ozdal, Head of
the Transportation Department of Gaziantep Metropolitan
Municipality, chaired the meeting.

During the meeting, Team Leader Gabriele Giustiniani and ITS and
Transport Management Expert Jaroslaw Kowalski from the technical
assistance team presented a comprehensive overview of the progress
achieved so far. The project’s strategic importance for Gaziantep was
once again emphasized, and discussions were held on the next steps
to achieve key objectives, such as digitalization in mobility,
environmental sustainability, and social inclusion.

2029'a kadar gbdrevde olacak belediye
baskani olarak bu yolda cok calisacagima hem Turkiye hem
dinyadaki baska sehirlere de ilham verebilecek noktaya gelmek
iIcin cok cabalayacagima séz veriyorum” diye konusmustur.
Tugay sézlerini, “Bu bir final degil, baslangic. Pazartesi gininden
itibaren bu konuda olusturacagimiz calisma gruplariyla, en kisa
vadede hayata gecirebilecegimiz ve gercekten sehrimizde fark
yaratacak eylemler icin calismaya baslayacadiz” diyerek
tamamlamistir.

The closing event of the [zmir Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan
(SUMP), co-financed with the EU under the Sectoral Operational
Programme for Transport (USOP) managed by the Ministry of
Transport and Infrastructure, took place in Izmir on 18 April 2025.

The closing event, where the outouts of SUMP [zmir were presented, was
attended by Cemil Tugay (PhD), Mayor of [zmir Metropolitan
Municipality; Jargis Vilcinskas, Deputy Head of the EU Delegation to
Turkiye; Tijen Igci (PhD), Head of Department for EU Investments of the
Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure; Levent Yildir (PhD), Deputy
Chairman of [zmir Metropolitan Municipality Assembly; Altan Inanc,
Deputy Chairman of CHP Group of Izmir Metropolitan Municipality;
Ramazan Tezcan, Secretary General of Izmir Metropolitan Municipality;
Oviinc Ozgen, General Director of ESHOT; mayors of district
municipalities and [zmir Metropolitan Municipality bureaucrats.

After the opening ceremony, Prof. Dr. Yalcin Alver, Advisor to the
Mayor of [zmir Metropolitan Municipality, presented the projects
developed as outputs of SUMP [zmir,

Izmir Metropolitan Municipality Mayor Cemil Tugay (PhD) began his
speech by emphasising the importance of a sustainable, resilient,
environmentally friendly, and well-planned city that provides healthy
living conditions for everyone. He noted that there are challenges in
transportation due to the city’s uncontrolled growth, highlighting that
3 million of the 4.5 million residents live around the gulr.

Emphasizing that efforts are continuing to Improve public
transportation, Mayor Tugay said, “The Sustainable Urban Mobility
Plan is a highly valuable plan. It will certainly be one of our most
Important duties to implement the actions that have been proposed
to us as targets. We will immmediately put these in front of us as goals
that we will realize in the near future. We are also trying to re-evaluate
the city with a transportation master plan. SUMP [zmir will be one of
its important pillars. We will work on a master plan based on this. We
aim to plan a 30-40, even 50-year process.”

Noting that many things may change with technology in the coming
years, Tugay expressed that [zmir is working to follow developments in
this regard. “We shall establish such a system that the air in the city
should be clean, there should be no noise, and people should have
healthy, safe and comfortable public transportation alternatives other
than their own private vehicles to get from one place to another.
Transportation with micromobility vehicles should also be provided in the
city. We will consider the topic in this framework. We want a city where
people can move freely and live in healthier conditions, especially in the
central living areas of the city. We will achieve this,” he said.

Mentioning Izmir's 2030 Climate Neutrality commitment, Mayor Tugay
stated that they expect contributions from the government and the
European Union. “We can achieve it together. As the mayor who will be
in office until 2029, | promise that | will work hard on this path and strive
to reach a point where [ can inspire other cities both in Turkiye and in the
world.”

The closing event of the [zmir Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan
(SUMP), co-financed with the EU under the Sectoral Operational
PrograWithin the scope of the "EU Support for Promoting Sustainable
Urban Mobility in Turkish Cities” (SUMP Tirkiye) Project, co-financed
by the Republic of Tirkiye and the European Union, under USOP, with
the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure as the Contracting
Authority and the Union of Municipalities of Tlrkiye as the End
Beneficiary, the Training Programme titled “Bus Planning and
Paratransit Management” was held on 29-30 April 2025.

Moderated by SUMP Tlirkiye Project Team Leader Volkan Recai Cetin
(PhD) and opened with an introductory address by Gulru Eraslan,
representative of the Union of Turkish Municipalities, the two-day
training programme continued with presentations by Rupprecht
Consult experts Shreesha Vaidhya and Laszlo Sandor Kerényi. The
programme covered:

- The role of buses in urban mobility

- Environment-friendly bus fleet transformation strategies

- Accessible bus systems for all, based on inclusive design
principles

- Opportunities and integration strategies offered by paratransit

- Detailed case studies and modernisation practices from around
the world

The purpose of the training was to enhance the capacity of
participating municipalities to plan bus-based public transport
systems and strengthen inter-institutional cooperation in paratransit,
as well as to provide the knowledge and methodologies necessary to
make their public transport systems more accessible, sustainable, and
Integrated.

On the first day of the training, the morning sessions focused on the
role of buses in urban life, technological innovations in bus systems
and strategies for transitioning the existing fleet to cleaner buses.

In the afternoon session, participants mapped bus systems across
different regions of Turkiye, analysing existing challenges and
opportunities. In the design activity entitled “Bus System for All”
routes and fare structures were reconfigured to meet the needs of all
user groups—particularly elderly people, persons with disabilities,
students and women passengers. The day concluded with a “Gallery
Walk and Action Steps” session, during which each group shared its
key insights.

On the second day, the focus was on paratransit. In the morning
session, the concept of paratransit, flexible operating models and the
social and economic contributions of these services were discussed.
The presentations highlighted the institutionalisation and integration
potential of dolmus and minibus systems in Tlrkiye. Shreesha
Vaidhya and Laszlo Sandor Kerényi presented scenarios on
digitalisation (real-time tracking, smart ticketing) and integration
with formal public transport, while various case studies from Nairobi
to Pretoria illustrated how these strategies could be adapted to
Turkiye.

During the afternoon interactive session, models were developed to
facilitate collaboration between formal bus routes and paratransit
services. Participants drafted roadmaps centred on national policy
alignment, financing mechanisms and peer-to-peer experience
sharing among municipalities. In the second “Gallery Walk and Action
Steps” session at the end of the training, they articulated the
measures they plan to implement in their own cities regarding
paratransit in the coming period.
