Ulastirma ve Altyapi Bakanliginca yénetilen Ulastirma Sektorel
Operasyonel Programi (USOP) kapsaminda AB ile ortak finanse
edilen ve Denizli Blyuksehir Belediyesi’nin Nihai Faydalanicisi
oldugu “Denizli’de Toplu Tasima Akillaniyor” Projesi kapsaminda,
11 Haziran 2025 tarihinde “Paydas Katillm Calistay!”
gerceklestirilmistir.

Calistay, proje kapsaminda hazirlanan Mevcut Durum Analizi
Raporu bulgularinin degerlendirilmesini ve yerel paydaslarin
katkilariyla zenginlestirilmesini amaclamistir. Denizli Buyuksehir
Belediyesi Kongre ve Kultir Merkezi’nde dizenlenen etkinlige,
belediye birimleri, ulasim ve cevre alanindaki kamu kurumlari,
universiteler, sivil toplum kuruluslari ve 6zel sektdr temsilcileri
katilmistir.

Etkinlikte, Mevcut Durum Analizi kapsaminda elde edilen veriler
1Isiginda Denizli’nin mevcut toplu tasima yapisi, yolcu profili, trafik
guvenligi, yaya ve bisiklet altyapisi, cevresel etkiler ve veri
yonetimi gibi basliklar tartisiimistir. Katilimcilar, sunulan analizler
cercevesinde goruaslerini aktararak, eksik kalan veya vyerel
dncelikler dogrultusunda gelistirilmesi gereken ydnleri giindeme
getirmistir.

Ayrica, calistay sirasinda dijital anketler ve interaktif araclarla
katilimci gorusleri toplanmistir. Bu sayede hem nitel hem nicel
geri bildirimlerle Mevcut Durum Analizi'nin dogrulugu teyit
edilmis hem de sonraki asamalara (strateji, eylem plani) temel
olusturacak ortak bir anlayis gelistirilmistir.

Bu calistay, Denizli’'nin akilli ulasim stratejisinin  katilimci
planlamaya dayali olarak sekillendirilmesinde &nemli bir
kilometre tasi olarak degerlendirilmis; kurumlar arasi is birliginin
artirtlmasi, yerel bilgi birikiminin harekete gecirilmesi ve ortak
cHzUim Uretme kapasitesinin glclendirilmesi acisindan 6rnek bir
uygulama olmustur.

Within the framework of the “Public Transportation Gets Smarter in
Denizli” Project, implemented under the Sectoral Operational
Programme for Transport (USOP) as part of Turkiye-EU financial
cooperation and managed by the Ministry of Transport and
Infrastructure, and for which Denizli Metropolitan Municipality is the
End Beneficiary, a “Stakeholder Engagement Workshop” was held on
1T June 2025.

The workshop aimed to present the findings from the Current
Situation Analysis Report and enrich them with input from local
Sstakeholders. Held at the Denizli Metropolitan Municipality Congress
and Culture Center, the event was attended by representatives from
municipal departments, public institutions in the fields of transport
and environment, universities, NGOs, and the private sector.

The session covered topics such as the current state of public
transport, passenger profiles, traffic safety, pedestrian and bicycle
infrastructure, environmental impacts, and data management.
Stakeholders provided feedback on the findings and highlighted
areas needing further development or localization.

Interactive tools and digital surveys were used during the workshop
to collect both qualitative and quantitative feedback. This contributed
to verifying the validity of the analysis while also creating a common
ground for the next steps of the project, including strategy
development and action planning.

The Stakeholder Engagement Workshop was considered a critical
milestone in ensuring the smart mobility strateqy for Denizli is shaped
through participatory planning. It also stood out as a best-practice
example for promoting institutional cooperation, utilizing local
expertise, and building a collaborative decision-making environment.

Operasyonel Programi (USOP) kapsaminda AB ile ortak finanse
edilen ve Denizli Buyuksehir Belediyesi’nin Nihai Faydalanicisi
oldugu “Denizli’de Toplu Tasima Akillaniyor” Projesi kapsaminda,
12 Haziran 2025 tarihinde Denizli Buyuksehir Belediyesi Kongre
ve Kiltir Merkezi'nde “En lyi Uygulama Ornekleri Toplantisi”
dizenlenmistir.

Toplantinin amaci, proje kapsaminda gelistirilen Akillh Ulasim
Sistemleri (AUS) Stratejisi ve Eylem Planr’nda yer alan 16 stratejik
basligin, Avrupa’daki orneklerle birlikte ele alinmasi ve yerel
badlama uygun Onerilerle zenginlestirilmesi olmustur.

Etkinlikte proje Takim Lideri Veysel Sarici acilis konusmasini
gerceklestirirken, 3 farkli uzman tarafindan her strateji icin teknik
sunumlar yapilmistir. Katilimcilar sunumlar sonrasinda yo6neltilen
sorulara katki sunarak fikir ve dnerilerini paylasmistir.

Strateji basliklari arasinda;

o Akillh Toplu Ulasim,

o Aktif Hareketlilik (YUrime ve Bisiklet),

 Entegre ve Cok Modlu Ulasim,

« Trafik Yonetimi ve Akilli Kavsaklar,

Her bir strateji bashgina dair Avrupa sehirlerinden alinan iyi
uygulama dérnekleri, Denizli’deki mevcut durumla karsilastirilarak
tartisiimistir. Katilimcir gérusleriyle stratejiler yerel ihtiyaclara
gdre revize edilmistir. Hollanda’nin bisiklet entegrasyonu,
Oslo’nun emisyonsuz toplu tasima plani, Barselona’nin stiper blok
uygulamasi, Londra’nin acik veri politikasi gibi &érnekler ilgiyle
degerlendirilmistir.

Toplantl sonunda ortaya cikan temel cikarimlar arasinda; tUm
ulasim modlarinin dijital ve fiziksel entegrasyonu, yapay zeka
destekli kavsak optimizasyonu, erisilebilirlik temelli ulasim
planlamasi, otopark sistemlerinin yeniden tasarimi, surdarutlebilir
finansman ve katilimcr ydnetisim modeli gibi basliklar éne
cikmistir.

Bu toplanti, yalnizca stratejik planlama icin bir adim degil, ayni
zamanda Denizli’'nin  gelecekteki ulasim sisteminin  daha

yasanabilir, strdUrulebilir ve kapsayici olmasina katki sunacak
platformu

somut bir &grenme ve karar alma olarak

degerlendirilmistir.

A meeting on “Best Practice Examples” was held on 12 June 2025
at the Denizli Metropolitan Municipality Congress and Culture
Center within the scope of the “Public Transportation Gets Smarter
in Denizli” Project, which is co-financed with the EU under the
Sectoral Operational Programme for Transport (USOP) managed
by the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure, and for which
Denizli Metropolitan Municipality is the End Beneficiary.

The meeting aimed to present and validate 16 strategic themes
developed under the “Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) Strategy
and Action Plan,” one of the core activities of the project. These
themes were enhanced with reference to leading examples from
European cities and assessed in the context of Denizli's local
priorities.

The session opened with a keynote speech by Team Leader Veysel
Sarici, followed by technical presentations delivered by 3 different
experts. Each presentation was followed by interactive Q&A
sessions, allowing stakeholders to share feedback, practical
Insights, and suggestions.

The 16 ITS-related strateqgy areas included:

o Smart Public Transport,

o Active Mobility (Walking and Cycling),

o [ntegrated and Multimodal Transport,

o Traffic Management and Intelligent Intersections,
e Green and Low-Carbon Mobility,

o Mobility Hubs,

o Data and Smart Technology Use,

o Sustainable Mobility Financing,

o Urban Logistics,

o Accessibility and Inclusiveness, among others.

Good practice examples from European cities related to each
strategy topic were discussed in comparison with the current
situation in Denizli. The strategies were revised according to local
needs based on participants’ feedback. Examples such as the
Netherlands’ bicycle integration, Oslo’s zero-emission public
transport plan, Barcelona’s superblock application, and London’s
open data policy were reviewed with great interest.

Among the key takeaways at the end of the meeting were the
digital and physical integration of all transportation modes,
Al-supported intersection optimization, accessibility-based
transportation planning, redesign of parking systems, sustainable
financing, and a participatory governance model.

This meeting was regarded not only as a step toward strategic
planning but also as a concrete learning and decision-making
platform that will contribute to making Denizli’s future
transportation system more livable, sustainable, and inclusive.

Ziyaretin ilk resmi guint olan 17 Haziran 2025 tarihinde heyet
Roma Servizi per la Mobilita kurumunda kentsel ulasim
planlamasi ve ybnetimi konularinda bilgilendirilmistir. Ayni gin,
Roma Trafik Kontrol Merkezi’nde dizenlenen teknik oturumda ise
akill sistemlerle trafik izleme ve ydnetim surecleri incelenmistir.

18 Haziran 2025 tarihinde toplu tasima operatdérd ATAC a yapilan
ziyarette, otobus ve tramvay filolarinin izleme sistemleri yerinde
gdzlemlenmistir. Ardindan, elektrikli otobuslerin bakim ve
operasyon altyapisina ev sahipligi yapan Portonaccio E-Garaji’'na
teknik saha ziyareti gerceklestirilmistir.

Ziyaretin son teknik duragi ise 2009 vilinda buyUtk bir depremle
yikima ugrayan ve sonrasinda yeniden planlanan L’Aquila sehri
olmustur. 19 Haziran 2025 tarihinde gerceklestirilen
gbrusmelerde, afet sonrasi kentsel planlama, ulasim altyapisinin
dayaniklihgr ve strdarulebilir sehircilik yaklasimlari ele alinmistir.

Calisma ziyaretiyle, GAUS Projesi’nin Avrupa’daki iyi uygulama
drnekleriyle zenginlestirilmesi, yerel kapasitenin artiriimasi ve
Gaziantep icin daha akilli, cevreci ve entegre ulasim ¢cdézumlerinin
gelistiriimesi hedeflenmistir. Ulasimda dijitallesme, emisyonlarin
azaltilmasi, toplu tasimanin guclendirilmesi ve iklim dostu
uygulamalarin yayginlastiriimasi gibi proje hedefleri,
gerceklestirilen teknik temaslarla somut &rnekler Uzerinden
pekistirilmistir.

Conducts Smart Mobility

Study Visit in Rome

Within the scope of the Gaziantep Sustainable and Smart Mobility
Strateqgy Plan Project (GAUS), which is co-financed with the European
Union under the Sectoral Operational Programme for Transport
(USOP) managed by the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure, a
delegation consisting of representatives from Gaziantep Metropolitan
Municipality and the GAUS Project Team carried out a study visit to
Rome, the capital of Italy, between 16 and 20 June 2025.

On the first official day of the visit, 17 June 2025, the team was briefed
by Roma Servizi per la Mobilita on urban transport planning and
management. Later that day, a technical session was held at the
Rome Mobility Control Centre, focusing on the monitoring and
management of traffic through intelligent transport systems (ITS).

On 18 June 2025, the team visited Rome’s public transport operator
ATAC to observe how bus and tram fleets are monitored in real time.
This was followed by a technical site visit to the Portonaccio
E-Garage, which hosts the maintenance and operational
infrastructure for electric buses.

The final technical stop of the visit took place in L’Aquila, a city
severely affected by a major earthquake in 2009 and later completely
replanned. On 19 June 2025, meetings were held with the Civil
Protection Agency of the Abruzzo Region to discuss post-disaster
urban planning, the resilience of transport infrastructure, and
sustainable urban development strategies.

The study visit aimed to enrich the GAUS Project with good practices
from Europe, enhance local capacity, and support the development of
smarter, greener, and more Integrated transport solutions for
Gaziantep. Project goals such as digitalization in mobility, emission
reduction, strengthening public transport, and expanding
climate-friendly practices were reinforced through concrete
examples and technical insights gathered during the visit.

Katilimcilar, yas dostu ulasimin yalnizca fiziksel erisim
dedil, ayni zamanda toplumsal kapsayicilikla da iliskili olduguna
dikkat cekmistir.

anlatmistir. Ogleden sonraki programda ise SKUp’un genel yapisi
ve Istanbul’da yuratalen pilot projeler tanitiimistir. Gin sonunda
katilimcilar, forum oturumunda ulasimla ilgili ihtiyac ve d&nerilerini
paylasmistir.

Program kapsaminda “Surdirdlebilir Ulasim Nedir?”, “Istanbul
SKUp Nedir?”, “Pilot Projelerin Tanitim1” ve
“Forum/Degerlendirme Oturumu” basliklarinda dort temel
oturum duzenlenmistir. Calistay boyunca yo6neltilen sorularla,
katilimcilarin konuya dair algilarindaki degisim gdzlemlenmistir.

Katilimcilar, kamusal alanlarda bilgilendirme sistemlerinin
sadelestirilmesi, yaya glvenliginin artirilmasi ve yasl bireylerin
dijital ulasim uygulamalarina erisiminin kolaylastiriimasi gibi
dnerilerde bulunmustur.

Yas dostu sehir vizyonuna katki sunan calistay, SKUp Projesi’nin
lletisim ve farkindalik stratejileri icin de degerli icgdriler
saglamistir.

The “Age-Friendly Mobility in Istanbul: 65+ and Transportation
Workshop” within the scope of the Istanbul Sustainable Urban
Mobility Plan (SUMP) Phase Il Implementation Project, co-financed
with the EU under the Sectoral Operational Programme for Transport
(USOP) managed by the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure, was
held on June 24, 2025. The workshop was designed to highlight the
urban mobility experiences of individuals aged 65 and over and to
promote sustainable transportation policies related to this
demographic.

The event addressed the high rate of public transportation use among
the 65+ age group in Istanbul and emphasized the importance of
accessibility for older adults. Participants underlined that age-friendly
transportation is not only about physical access but also about
fostering social inclusion.

In the morning sessions, Seda Ozdemir, Deputy Director of the IBB
Transportation  Planning  Department, presented  Istanbul’s
sustainable transport vision specifically in the context of 65+ age
group. She explained how the SKUp approach responds to
demographic shifts in the city. In the afternoon, the general
framework of SKUp and pilot projects implemented in Istanbul were
introduced. The workshop concluded with a forum session where
participants shared their needs and suggestions regarding urban
mobility.

The program featured four main sessions: “What is Sustainable
Mobility?”, “What is Istanbul SKUp?”, “Presentation of Pilot Projects”,
and “Forum/Evaluation Session.” Through interactive questions and
discussions, the workshop also aimed to observe how participants’
perceptions evolved throughout the day.

Participants proposed improvements such as simplifying public
information systems, enhancing pedestrian safety, and increasing
accessibility to digital transport tools for older adults.

Contributing to the age-friendly city vision, the workshop provided
valuable insights that will support the communication and awareness
strategies of the SKUp Project going forward.

The Gaziantep Sustainable and Smart Mobility Strategy Plan Project
(GAUS), co-financed with the EU under the Sectoral Operational
Programme for Transport (USOP) managed by the Ministry of
Transport and Infrastructure, implemented by the Gaziantep
Metropolitan Municipality, 5 training modules were successfully
completed in May and June. These trainings aimed to enhance
participants’ technical knowledge and practical capacity, offering
comprehensive content on smart and sustainable mobility.

A total of 89 participants attended the sessions, which covered the
following topics:

Module 10 - Communication and Moderation Techniques (2 days,
21 participants): Practical guidance was provided on effective
communication, meeting facilitation, and stakeholder moderation.

Module 2 - Urban Traffic Management (3 days, 26 participants):
Planning approaches for managing urban traffic flow in a sustainable
and efficient manner were discussed.

Module 3 - Transport Modelling and Demand Analysis (3 days, 15
participants): Participants received technical training on transport
system analysis and forward-looking modelling techniques.

Module 12 - Advanced Traffic Monitoring and Management
Techniques (2 days, 14 participants): Innovative technologies for
real-time traffic monitoring and control were introduced.

Module 5 - Visualisation of Quantitative and Qualitative Data (2
days, 13 participants): Participants developed skills in visualising
transport-related data and presenting it in an accessible and
analytical way.

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Izmir Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan (SUMP) Project, co-financed with
the EU under the Sectoral Operational Program for Transport (USOP)
managed by the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure, has been
completed. A sustainable urban transportation plan was prepared with a
holistic approach to all modes of transport, focusing on 2050 mobility
and traffic development targets. The plan is expected to contribute to
livability and sustainability in [zmir by providing safer, cleaner, accessible
and affordable mobility for all the Izmir residents.

Within the framework of the project, 18 capacity building trainings were
organized.

Experts from Europe contributed to the intensive trainings, each lasting
three days. These trainings provided the participants with new and
up-to-date information as well as examples and modadels. Thanks to
Interactive activities, the participants’ vision was further expanded.

The SUMP I[zmir also identified policies and interventions to increase the
use of non-motorized transport, shared mobility and public transport to
promote sustainable mobility. For this, 100 measures were defined.
Simultaneously with the preparation of the measures, it was also aimed
to involve [zmir's residents in strategic planning, raise awareness, link
transportation and urban planning, and involve citizens in creating their
own mobility systems. In other words, a detailed, strategic and
sustainable transportation plan was prepared for [zmir with an approach
focused on people and their needs. SUMP has indeed emerged as a plan
that emphasizes the importance of cities having a say.

This plan is a very important tool that Izmir Metropolitan Municipality can
also use. The plan is based on many different but complementary
purposes other than transportation. For example, the plan is based on
climate resilience, adaptation to climate change, social justice,
accessibility, integrating transportation infrastructure with green
infrastructure, creating a quality urban environment and many other
[SSUES.

The Duzce Sustainable Urban Mobility Plan (SUMP) Project, implemented
under the Sectoral Operational Programme for Transport (USOP) and
co-financed with the EU, was successfully concluded on 9 April 2025 with
a closing event held in Diizce.,

Our 18-month project achieved all of its planned objectives. The launch
event, held on January 8, 2024, introduced the project to the public with
the support and participation of the Minister of Transport and
Infrastructure, Mr. Abdulkadir Uraloglu.

During the implementation phase, 25 two-day training sessions and
workshops were organized to enhance the technical capacity of
municipal staff and local stakeholders.

AS part of our project, awareness-raising events were also organized in
Duzce during European Mobility Week (16-22 September 2024). On 22
September, which is also recognized as World Car-Free Day, a large
public event was held with the participation of Dizce Governor Selcuk
Aslan. A 9-kilometer route between Melensu Park and Anit Park was
closed to traffic, allowing for a community cycling event and plogging
activity (jogging while collecting litter).

Among the project’s main outputs are two feasibility studies prepared
specifically for submission to international financial institutions, primarily
the European Investment Bank (EIB). These studies focus on a planned
20.6-kilometer Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) line extending along both the
east-west and north-south corridors of Diizce.

As part of the implementation strateqy, /7 main policy packages, 49
measures, and 308 actions were developed. These actions are grouped
under major thematic areas such as pedestrian and bicycle-oriented
mobility, public transport integration, low-carbon mobility, and digital
transport management.

Some of the key indicators of the structural transformation targeted
under the Diizce SUMP are defined as follows:

* Bicycle lane network length: Targeted to reach 50 kilometers.

*  BRT line length: Planned as 20.6 kilometers.

o [ow-emission zone: Access for private vehicles in the city center has
been restricted, while bicycle and public transport infrastructure has
been strengthened and pedestrian-oriented public spaces have been
expanded.

o Automated smart parking facilities: Four automated smart parking
structures are planned at the perimeter of the pedestrianized city center.
e  Neighbourhood centers: In line with the “I5-minute city” concept, the
development of accessible neighbourhood hubs is planned.

o The project’s fundamental objectives include reducing carbon
emissions, Improving air quality, and ensuring environmental
sustainability.

In addition, the project included two international study visits to the
Netherlands and Luxembourg. In the Netherlands, eight cities were
visited, where local authorities’ best practices in sustainable mobility
were examined on site.

On 28 November 2024, technical meetings took place at the European
Investment Bank (EIB) Headquarters in Luxembourg, where negotiations
for direct loans and grants were commenced. During these meetings,
projects with potential for EIB financing were presented, feasibility
studies for selected priority projects were evaluated, and key criteria such
as sustainability, impact, and feasibility were thoroughly discussed.

Currently, technical and financial negotiations are underway for the
Implementation of selected projects in Diizce through EIB’s grant and
loan mechanisms.
