Numerous works have been brought to our country by
our Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure since 2002.
Istanbul Airport, [zmir-Istanbul Motorway Project, Malkara-
Canakkale Motorway, Ankara-Nigde Motorway, Ankara-
Eskisehir-Istanbul High-Speed Train Project and many
other projects have been realized to ensure sustainable
development. With investments of USD 183.7 billion in the
highway, airway, railway, maritime and communication
sectors, USD 2 trillion 809 billion was contributed to the
national economy through contributions to production,
gross domestic product, exports, taxes and employment.
This shows that 1unit of investment in transport contributes
to our country with an approximately 15-fold gain in a
very short period of time. In the light of the vision of 2023
Century of Tirkiye announced by our President Mr. Recep
Tayyip Erdodan, these investments continue unabated
today. In this context, the following works were completed
in the highway sector in 2022:

* Kinali-Tekirdag-Canakkale-Savastepe Motorway,

S6z konusu projeler incelendiginde
hayata gecirilen bu projelerin Glkemizin her bdlgesinde
yer aldigi gérulmektedir. Ozellikle Dodu Anadolu
Bolgesi ile GUneydodu Anadolu Boélgesine yapilan
yatirimlar sayesinde bu boélgelerin de kalkinmasinin
hedeflendigi aciktir. S6z konusu karayolu yatirimlari
ile zamandan ve yakittan tasarruf edilmis, ulasimin
cevreye vermis oldugu olumsuz etkilerin azaltiimasi
saglanmistir.  YlUksek standarth ve akilli sistemler
kullanilarak hayata gecirilen bu projeler sayesinde
Ulkemizdeki bircok 61amlU ve yaralanmali kazalarin da
onilne gecilerek trafik glvenligi artiriimistir.

Bu projelere toplamda 5.847.694.909 TL yatirm
yapilarak bu boélgelerde Uretilen tarim GrUnlerinin
ihracative yolcu tasimacilidiile birlikte Glke ekonomisine
onemli katkilar saglayacagi distndlmektedir.

The total size of these projects is worth TL 58,812,297,599.
When these projects are examined, it is seen that they
are located in every region of our country. In particular,
it is clear that investments in Eastern Anatolia and
Southeastern Anatolia are aimed at the development of
these regions. These highway investments have saved
time and fuel and reduced the negative impacts of
transport on the environment. Thanks to these projects,
which have been implemented using high standard and
smart systems, many accidents resulting in fatalities and
injuries have been prevented in our country and traffic
safety has been increased.

In 2022, Sabiha Gbkcen Airport Rail System Connection
(Tavsantepe-Sabiha Go6kcen Airport), which was
completed by the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure,
was putinto service. With the opening of the 7.4-kilometer
metro line in October 2022, the tendency of passengers
in [stanbul to use the existing line has increased by
approximately 2.5 million compared to previous months.
This shows that people using Sabiha Gbkcen Airport in
[stanbul have started to prefer the rail system instead of
buses or private vehicles.

The following works were completed in the airline sector
in 2022:

e Tokat Airport

e Diyarbakir Airport Investments, 3rd Stage

* Rize-Artvin Airport

A total of TL 5847.694,909 will be invested in these
projects, which will contribute significantly to the national
economy with the export of agricultural products grown
in these regions, as well as passenger transport.

Uydu iletisim kapasitemizi
artirmak ve yoéringe haklarimizi muhafaza etmek
adina gerceklestirilen bu anlamli ve dnemli yatirm
sayesinde denizcilik ve havacilik etkin bir sekilde
kullanilabilecek, ayni zamanda karasal altyapi ile
verimli bir sekilde erisilemeyen bdlgelerimize gucla
internet altyapisi hizmeti verilebilecektir.

Tim bu gelismeler 1siginda gelecegin calismalarinda
6ncl rollyle Tarkiye’'nin  dlnya c¢apinda nice
basarilara imza atacagina inaniyor ve okurlari saygiyla
selamliyorum.

ULASTIRMA SEKTOREL OPERASYONEL PROGRAMI
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With the maritime projects carried out in our country,
Turkiye continues to invest in becoming a logistics center
in its region. With 15 ports opened by the Directorate-
General of Infrastructure Investments of the Ministry of
Transport and Infrastructure in the last two decades, our
country has started to acquire the identity of a logistics
hub in its region with both the increase in tourism
activities and the completion of the Filyos Port and
Karasu Port, which are large-scale regional main port
projects.

Another important project completed by our Ministry
of Transport and Infrastructure in 2022 was the Tirksat
5B satellite, which was successfully launched into space
with an investment of TL 4,190,465,490 and transferred
to the orbit once the tests were completed. Thanks to
this significant and important investment to increase
our satellite communication capacity and preserve our
orbital rights, maritime and aviation will be able to be
used effectively, and strong internet infrastructure will be
provided to regions that cannot be efficiently accessed
by terrestrial infrastructure.

ON “A NEW 50-YEAR
PLANNING” ON THE
CENTENARY OF OUR REPUBLIC

Transport is one of the most fundamental elements of a country’s
development. In order for production and trade to flourish, for
people to be able to reach from one city to another, for products
and services to be distributed fairly to all locations within a
country, and for education and culture to reach all segments
of a country, that country must have a transport infrastructure
in place. This infrastructure needs to be transformed into fast,
comfortable and secure infrastructures to trigger the country’s
development and ensure that all regions can grow equitably.
Today, in addition to important parameters such as speed,
comfort, safety and economy, two very valuable concepts prevail:
“Sustainability” and “Environmentalism”.

A country’s “vision” determines the point that country aspires to
reach in 50 years, the point it will reach indeed and what it will
achieve.

A retrospection on the centenary reveals that many gaps have
been closed in the field of transport, and that many inaccessible
areas have become accessible thanks to major projects. In
particular, divided roads and airports have made significant
contributions to the connectivity of cities in Tlrkiye, which spans
a very large geography compared to Europe.

Our task shall be to plan for the next 50 years ahead and carry
out our activities accordingly. At the point we have reached
today, we must focus on ensuring that our developing transport
infrastructure in the next fifty years is fast, safe, comfortable,
economical, sustainable and environmentally friendly. Every
investment we make should be evaluated within the framework
of these criteria.

Elbette son vyillarda altyapi yatirimlarinin yani sira énem
verilen bir husus daha dikkat cekmektedir: Akilli Ulasim
Sistemleri. Ulastirma ve Altyapi Bakanligimizin hazirlamis
oldugu Akilli Ulasim Sistemleri Terimler S6zIigi’'nde soyle
bir tanim getirilmistir: “Seyahat sirelerinin azaltiimasi, trafik
glvenliginin artiriimasi, mevcut yol kapasitelerinin verimli
kullanilmasi, hareketliligin artirilmasi, enerjinin  verimli
kullanilmasi ve cevreye verilen zararin azaltiimasi gibi
amaclar dogrultusunda gelistirilen kullanici, arag, altyapi ve
merkez arasinda ¢ok yonli veri alisverisi ile izleme, dlcme,
analiz ve kontrol mekanizmalarini iceren bilgi iletisim temelli
sistemler.” Gercek zamanl veriler ile calisan bu sistemlerin
uygulanmasi ile hedeflere ulasmada daha hizli yol kat
edilmesi mimkun olacaktir. Bugiin bu vizyon cercevesinde
projelerine baslanmis olan arac-ara¢c ve ara¢ altyapi
haberlesmelerini saglayan kooperatif akilli ulasim sistemleri
(K-AUS)', bir hizmet olarak hareketlilik (MaaS)? gibi sistem
ve platformlar yolcularin ve sdrtctlerin hizli ve gtvenli
yolculuk ihtiyaclarini karsilayabilecektir. Bununla birlikte artik
son asamasina gelinmis olan akilli ulasim sistemleri mimarisi
projesi ile de hem tim bu sistemlerin birlikte calisabilirligi
garanti altina alinmis olacak, hem de ortak standartlar ile
mukerrer yatirimlarin éntine gecilmis olacaktir.

Tum bu vizyonun ve daha fazlasinin olmasi icin nitelikli
insan kaynadina olan destegin her zamankinden daha fazla
olmasi gerekmektedir. Bu durum hem merkezi idareler hem
de yerel yonetimler icin gecerlidir. Hatta insanlarin ginltik
yasamlarinda énemli bir yer tutan ulasim aktivitesinin dogru,
sUrdurUlebilir bir sekilde ydnetilebilmesi icin nitelikli insan
kaynagi elzemdir.

1 Kooperatif Akilli Ulasim Sistemleri (Cooperative Intelligent Transport Systems), iki veya
daha fazla akilli ulasim sistemine ait alt bilesenlerin (yaya, arag, yol kenarlari ve merkezleri)
arasindaki is birligini daha iyi kalitede ve daha gelismis bir hizmet seviyesi ile sunan akilli
ulasim sistemleri hizmetlerini mamkan kilar. K-AUS kullaniminin en 6nemli faydasi gelistirilmis
yol guivenliginin saglanmasidir.

2 Ulastirma ve Altyapi Bakanhgr'nin yayinladigi Ulusal Akilli Ulasim Sistemleri Strateji Belgesi
ve 2020-2023 Eylem Plan’nda Mobility as a Service (MaaS), Bir Servis Olarak Hareketlilik
basligiyla ilk kez yerini aldi. 2006 yilinda Finlandiyali Sampo Hietanen tarafindan ortaya atilan
fikir, 2016 yilinda kurucusu oldugu MaaS Global firmasinin Whim uygulamasiyla Helsinki'de
hayata gecirildi. MaaS; otobus, metro, tramvay gibi toplu tasima hizmetleri ile beraber, ara¢c/
yolculuk paylasimi, bisiklet ve scooter paylasimi, taksi ve ara¢ kiralama hizmetlerini entegre
eden bir platformdur. A noktasindan B noktasina, bahsi gecen ulasim modlarinin cesitli
kombinasyonlariyla seyahat planlanabiliyor ve rezervasyon yapilabiliyor. Navigasyon olarak
da kullanilabilen sistemde ¢deme islemleri dijital bir sekilde gergeklestirilebiliyor. Bu sayede
kentsel mobilitede ézel tasita olan bagimliigin da azalacagi 6ngériiliyor.

It is clear that in addition to infrastructure investments, there
is yet another important issue at hand: Intelligent Transport
Systems. The Glossary of Intelligent Transport Systems Terms,
prepared by our Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure,
provides the following definition: “Information communication-
based systems that include monitoring, measurement, analysis
and control mechanisms with multi-directional data exchange
between the user, vehicle, infrastructure and centre developed
for purposes such as reducing travel times, increasing traffic
safety, efficient use of existing road capacities, increasing
mobility, efficient use of energy and reducing environmental
damage.” With the implementation of these systems that
work with real-time data, it will be possible to reach targets
faster. Systems and platforms such as Cooperative Intelligent
Transport Systems (C-ITS)® and Mobility as a Service (MaaS)?*,
which provide vehicle to vehicle and vehicle to infrastructure
communications, will be able to meet the fast and safe
travel needs of passengers and drivers. In addition, with the
intelligent transport systems architecture project, which is
now at the final stage, both the interoperability of all these
systems will be guaranteed and duplicate investments will be
prevented thanks to common standards.

For all this vision and more to materialize, support for
qualified human resources must be greater than ever. This
applies to both central and local governments. In fact,
qualified human resources are essential for the proper and
sustainable management of transport activities that play an
important role in people’s daily lives.

3 Cooperative Intelligent Transport Systems enable the cooperation between two or more
sub-components (pedestrian, vehicle, roadside and hubs) of an intelligent transport system
to provide intelligent transport system services with better quality and an improved level of
service. The most important benefit of using C-ITS is improved road safety.

4 In the National Intelligent Transport Systems Strategy Document and 2020-2023 Action
Plan published by the Ministry of Transport and Infrastructure, Mobility as a Service (MaaS)
was included in such documents for the first time under the same title. In 2006, Finland’s
Sampo Hietanen came up with the idea, and in 2016, MaaS Global, the company he founded,
launched the Whim app in Helsinki to materialize the said idea. MaaS$ is a platform that
integrates public transport services such as bus, metro, tram, car/trip sharing, bike and
scooter sharing, taxi and car rental services. Travel from point A to point B can be planned
and booked using various combinations of these modes of transport. In the system, which
can also be used as navigation, payment transactions can be made digitally. This is expected
to reduce the dependence on private vehicles in urban mobility.

At this point, transport engineers (traffic engineers,
transportation planners, public transportation planners,
etc.) have important duties, and local governments and
relevant central administrations should be more aware about
employing transportation engineers.

An issue where people’s time, safety, comfort and budget are
at stake in their daily lives is not an issue that can be handled
by non-experts. We see that in recent years, our universities
have opened undergraduate and graduate level programs in
this field. And we believe that the young people who graduate
from these institutions will do their best to move our country
forward. However, especially when it is obvious that our
sector needs these young people, we need to do our best
in terms of employment so that these young people do not
set sail for different sectors. In order for local governments
to provide better service to their citizens, especially in areas
such as public transport planning, intersection arrangement,
macro transport planning, signalization systems and traffic
management, a legal regulation is required to obligate the
employment of transport engineers in local governments.
| believe that this obligation will make a great contribution
to more regular planning and real-time management of
transport in our cities, since it will be our young people who
will live the 50 years of the future planned today and who
have received this education that will contribute to achieving
that vision.

The future of a strong Tirkiye lies in the empowerment of
competent young people.

“The Ever Given”
isimli geminin Slveys Kanal’nda karaya
oturmasiyla yasanan sikintinin ardindan Orta
Koridor’'un neden énemli oldugu ¢cok daha da
iyi anlasiimisti. Dlnyada yasanan gelismeler ve
dev projeler Tarkiye’yi bu koridorun kilit Glkesi
konumuna getirmis durumdadir.

Rusya’nin icinde bulundugu Kuzey Koridoru
ile fran’in icinde yer aldigi Giiney Koridoru'na
alternatif olusturan Orta Koridor, Cin ile
Avrupa’nin butlinlesmesi adina énemli bir yere
sahiptir.

Kuzey Koridoru’nun, Rusya, ABD ve Cin
arasindaki iliskilere goére sekillenebilecedini,
bu slrecin Cin’in aleyhine sonuglanabilecegdi
gibi, bu Ulkenin kendisini olasi bir Dogu-Bati
kutuplasmasinin icinde bulabilecegi uzmanlar
tarafindan dile getirilmektedir.

At this point, the Middle Corridor stands
before us as an important cipher.

Our readers will recall that the importance
ofthe Middle Corridor, which is strategically
significant for the revival of the historical
Silk Road, and which begins in Tirkiye,
goes through the Caucasus, then across
the Caspian Sea to Turkmenistan and
Kazakhstan, and then to Central Asia and
China, was better understood after the
troubles experienced when the ship “Ever
Given” ran aground in the Suez Canal.
Developments and giant projects in the
world have made Tlrkiye a key country in
this corridor.

The Middle Corridor, an alternative to
Russia’s Northern Corridor and Iran’s
Southern Corridor, is important in terms of
the integration of China and Europe.

Experts note that the Northern Corridor
may be shaped according to the relations
between Russia, the US and China, and that
this process may end to China’s detriment,
as this country may find itself within a
possible East-West polarization.
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Glney Koridoru'nda da benzer bir tehlikenin varliginin
alti cizilmektedir. ABD merkezli, Suudi Arabistan ve israil
politikalari, iran’in izolasyonu ve Orta Dogu'da yasanan
catismalar, kaos ortaminin devam etmesi, Kusak ve Yol
inisiyatifi'nin giiney rotasini da risk altina almaktadir.

Mevcut ve olasi sartlar incelendiginde Cin’i Avrupa ve Orta
Dogu’ya karadan taslyacak en sorunsuz rotanin, Turkiye’nin
de icinde bulundugu Orta Koridor oldugu uzmanlarin
Uzerinde anlastigi bir konudur.

Bu koridorda, ekonomik rekabet, askeri ve politik
bakimindan Cin'i ve bolgeyi zorlayacak bir (Ulke
bulunmamaktadir. Aksine Ulkeler, Cin gibi blyUk glclerle
iliskilerini gelistirerek, bunu kendi gelisimlerinde bir firsat
yaratma kapisi olarak gorebilirler. Turkiye, Avrupa’ya ve
Balkanlar’a bir c¢ikis kapisi, ayni zamanda Orta Asya ve
Orta Dogu’da ekonomik alanda is birligi yapilabilecek en
6nemli Ulke konumunda goéridlmektedir. Orta Koridor’un
gectigi Tarkiye’'nin Asya-Avrupa baglaminda stratejik gecis
glizergahlarinin tamamini kontrol ediyor olmasi, Ulkeyi
proje icin kilit konumuna getirmistir.

Orta Koridor’a yapilacak yatirimlarin toplamda 8 trilyon
dolari  bulmasinin  beklendigini cesitli aciklama ve
haberlerden takip etmek mimkindar. Bu miktarin sadece
ulastirma altyapisi icin ayrilan kisminin ise 40 milyar
dolari bulacagi belirtiimektedir. Bitin bu yatirmlarla
amaclanan Turkiye’nin icinde yer aldidi tarihi ipek Yolu'nun
canlandiriimasidir. Jeopolitik konumu, Gretim glcd, yuksek
potansiyeli, denizler arasi aktarma Ulkesi olmasi gibi
avantajlar bulunan Tirkiye icin Modern ipek Yolu Projesi
hayati 6nem tasimaktadir.

A similar danger is underlined for the Southern Corridor.
The US-centred policies of Saudi Arabia and [srael,
the isolation of Iran and the conflicts and chaos in the
Middle East put the southern route of the Belt and Road
Initiative at risk.

Analysing the current and possible conditions, experts
agree that the smoothest route to transport China
to Europe and the Middle East by land is the Middle
Corridor, which includes Tirkiye.

In this corridor, there is no country that can challenge China
and the region in terms of economic competition, military
and politics. On the contrary, by developing relations with
great powers like China, countries can see this as a gateway
to create opportunities for their own development. Tlrkiye
is considered as a gateway to Europe and the Balkans,
as well as the most important country for economic
cooperation in Central Asia and the Middle East. The fact
that Tirkiye, through which the Middle Corridor passes,
controls all strategic transit routes in the Asia-Europe
context has made it a key country for the project.

It is possible to follow from various statements and
news reports that investments in the Middle Corridor are
expected to reach a total of USD 8 trillion. It is stated that
the portion of this amount allocated only for transport
infrastructure will reach USD 40 billion. The aim of all these
investments is to revitalize the historic Silk Road, of which
Tarkiye is a part. The Modern Silk Road Project is of vital
importance for Tirkiye, which has advantages such as its
geopolitical position, production power, high potential and
being an inter-sea transit country.

Moreover, the fact that our organization
operates airports with different characteristics in our
country gives us the opportunity to look from different
perspectives and contributes to the development of
multifaceted strategies.

As is well known, our successful Public Private Partner-
ship projects also contribute to our organization stand-
ing out among its competitors. These projects provide
great advantages in terms of making investments in a
shorter period of time by utilizing the dynamism of the
private sector, making investments at lower costs by tak-
ing advantage of the speed with which the private sector
uses technology, and operating airports.

Bu kapsamda yapilan ATM Ar-
Ge calismalari neticesinde ortaya c¢ikan Grdnler Glkemizin
disa badimliidini azaltmanin yaninda artik yurt disina
sistem satan bir konuma gelmemizi sagladi. Kurum
olarak yabanci devletlere karsi tGlkemizin micadelesine
Tark muUhendisleri ve sistemleriyle énemli bir katki
sunuyoruz. Buna verilebilecek en gizel érneklerden biri,
yakin dénemde Azerbaycan Hava Seyrlsefer Hizmet
Saglayici kurulusu olan AZANS’a satisi yapilan halihazirda
41 havalimanimizda kullanilan CARE (Cok Amacli Radar
Ekrani) sistemi.

Bunun yaninda hava trafik gozetim sistemlerimizin
disa bagliligini ortadan kaldiracak olan Gaziantep
Havalimanrnda kurulumu yapilmis olan MGR (Milli
Gozetim Radari), Antalya Havalimanrnda kurulumu
yapilan FODRAD (FOD Radari), Istanbul Atatirk
Havalimanrnda kurulumu yapilan KUSRAD (Kus Radari)
ve hava trafik kontroldrlerinin egitiminde kullanmis
oldugumuz atcTRsim egitim simulatdrt yerli ve milli
imkanlarla gelistirildi. Bununla birlikte; hava trafik kontrol
sistemlerini tamamen millilestirecek olan Milli ATC
Projesi calismalarimiz yogun bir bicimde devam ediyor.
Bahse konu proje icerinde yer alan EFS (Elektronik Ucus
Stribi) sisteminin simdiden 6 havalimanina kurulumu
tamamlandi, diger havalimanlarimiza da en kisa sirede
kurulumlart yapilacak. Sonu¢ olarak; kurulusumuz
kullanmis oldugu tiim sistemleri millilestirmek hedefiyle
Ar-Ge calismalarina tim hiziyla devam ediyor. Bu
kapsamda gelistirilen drdnlerin  bazilarinin  teknolojik
transferleri yapilmakla birlikte, seri Uretimlerine yonelik
girisimlerimiz devam ediyor.

These projects provide great advantages in terms of
making investments in a shorter period of time by
utilizing the dynamism of the private sector, making
investments at lower costs by taking advantage of the
speed with which the private sector uses technology,
and operating airports.

When we look at the studies carried out, we observe
that in all sectors of our country, the issues of national
and domestic transport, infrastructure and defence
systems are particularly emphasized. Where does the
General Directorate of State Airports Authority stand
on this issue, and with what understanding does it carry
out its activities?

DHMI has an important position among public
institutions with its accumulated experience in the field
of air traffic control and technical infrastructure and its
goal of developing systems with domestic and national
capabilities.

It has contributed greatly to the industrialization of the
civil aviation sector by nationally developing and using
air traffic management and radar systems that increase
aviation safety in the sector with its trained people and
know-how in the field of civil aviation. The products that
emerged as a result of ATM R&D studies carried out in
this context not only reduced our country’s foreign
dependency, but also enabled us to become a seller
of systems abroad. As an organization, we make an
important contribution to our country’s struggle against
foreign states with Turkish engineers and systems. One
of the best examples of this is the CARE (Multi-Purpose
Radar Display) system, which was recently sold to
AZANS, the Azerbaijan Air Navigation Service Provider
organization, and is currently used at 41 airports.

In addition, the MGR (National Surveillance Radar)
installed at Gaziantep Airport to eliminate our air
traffic surveillance systems’ foreign dependency, the
FODRAD (FOD Radar) installed at Antalya Airport,
the KUSRAD (Bird Radar) installed at [stanbul Atatiirk
Airport and the atcTRsim training simulator used in
the training of air traffic controllers were developed
with domestic and national capabilities. In addition,
our work on the National ATC Project, which will
completely nationalize air traffic control systems,
continues intensively. The installation of the EFS
(Electronic Flight Stripe) system, which is part of the
project, has already been completed at 6 airports, and
will be installed at other airports as soon as possible.
To sum up, our organization continues its R&D
activities at full speed with the aim of nationalizing all
the systems it uses. While technological transfers of
some of the products developed in this context have
been made, our initiatives for their mass production
continue. Our organization is proud to be in a position
to develop its systems in line with its own needs, rather
than procuring them from abroad.

In the fight against climate change, it is important
that the aviation industry continues to develop
new technologies that will enable net zero carbon
in aviation while maintaining safety and quality
standards. Therefore, | support the availability and
adoption of Sustainable Aviation Fuel (SAF) and
believe that research and study on hydrogen, the
fuel of the future, is essential. (SAF fuel reduces CO2
emissions by 80% compared to fossil fuels used.)

For all these reasons, a sustainable and planned
approach should be taken to support the development
of new technologies and promote the expansion of
SAF and green hydrogen production capacity. We
are in a period in which renewable energy sources,
alternative/green aviation fuels, aircraft and engine
design and technology will come to the fore.

To talk about the expectations in terms of air transport
demand, the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic, which
has affected the whole world and our country, on the
sector are reducing. In this context, while the whole
world is expected to reach pre-pandemic traffic levels
in 2024-2025, our country is expected to reach these
levels in 2023. Due to the location of our country, the
recovery process is happening faster.

According to the statement made by Airports Council
International World in October 2022, world passenger
traffic is expected to reach 6.8 billion by the end of
2022, and the 2019 levels will be reached in 2024. In
the same statement, it was indicated that a significant
improvement was achieved in Europe in the first half
of 2022 and 82.5% of the 2019 level was achieved. Full
recovery is expected in 2024, as in the rest of the world.

Moreover, with the developments in civil aviation, which
is one of the most prominent sectors in Tirkiye, and
the increase in the number of passengers, significant
progress is being made with practices that ensure flight
and aviation safety at airports, ground handling services
and other areas. In addition, just as our country’s aviation
ranks at the top of the passenger and aircraft traffic
lists in the world and Europe, we aim to strengthen our
country’s representation in international organizations
and its influential position in aviation. In this context,
the professional development of our employees is
continuously supported, and training plans are made.

For the development of Turkish civil aviation, in
addition to increasing the number of active airports
and increasing accessibility to air transport, continuous
improvement, infrastructure and modernization works
are systematically carried out at airports.

Climate Diplomacy Week Celebrated
with Various Events

In line with the neutral carbon target of Antalya
Metropolitan Municipality, ‘EU Climate Diplomacy Week
2022 was celebrated with events in partnership with the
EU Delegation to Tirkiye. In the event held at a hotel in the
city, Antalya Metropolitan Municipality Youth Assembly
members, Young Volunteers and students from Akdeniz
University were informed about climate change and the
efforts to protect the world from the effects of global
warming, and about the climate struggle. The event aimed
to bridge knowledge and action for stakeholders, showcase
activities and good practices, and encourage further action.

Speaking at the panel titled ‘Climate Change and Risks and
Opportunities to Increase Antalya’s Resilience’, Prof. [hsan
Cicek of Ankara University emphasized that the average
temperature in the world has increased by 1.09 degrees
in the last 10 years. Cicek stated that the increase was 1.59
degrees on land and 0.88 degrees over the seas. Speaking
about the rise in sea level, Cicek said, “In the last 10 years,
the average sea level has increased by 3.7 millimetres every
year. Sea level will rise 2 meters by 2100s and 5 meters
by 2150. This will happen due to human impact. We are
experiencing the lowest ice cover of the last 1,000 years.
We are facing an absolute concept of climate change.”

Speaking at the panel titled ‘For Our Planet’, free diving
record holder and UNDP Tirkiye Life Below Water
Advocate Sahika Erctimen talked about the pollution she
encountered during her dives and underwater cleaning
activities. Stating that she observed a lot of plastic waste
on the seabed during her dives, Erctimen said, “Last week,
| came across a sunbed. Every time | dive, | come across
almost enough things to furnish a house.

Ambassador Nikolaus Meyer-Landrut, Head of the EU
Delegation to Tirkiye, explained that the consequences
of climate change have worsened in the last 7 years.
Meyer-Landrut said, “In the last few years, we have felt
the effects of climate change and global warming more
than we did in the past. What is important here is to
achieve the zero emission commitment made by (EU)
heads of state through agreements by 2050.” Underlining
that young people will play an important role in achieving
the targets Meyer-Landrut added, “As young people, you
and everyone must make a personal contribution. We all
need to reduce our consumption, pay attention to what
we eat and what we waste. Small contributions will come
together to change the course of the world. The planet
is shared but the future is yours. Young people should
spread the word to future generations.”

Referring to the importance of countries’ practices on
climate change, Landrut remarked, “Implementation
needs to be at the national level. National implementations
are sometimes delayed. What we need to do is speed up
the process. We must reach the carbon dioxide emission
target. We know the solution, we just need to implement
it step by step and quickly.”

According to futurist Bernard Marr, these two trends
will not only transform the mobility of people, but will
also change how we move goods amidst changes in
the transport sector.

In this issue, we
wanted to take a closer look at two new approaches to
transport.

ELEKTRIFIKASYON YENi TREND!

2020 verilerine gore, elektrikli araclar kiresel otomotiv
satislarinin yalnizca yizde 6°sini olusturuyor, ancak bunun
2025'te ylzde 13e ve 2030°da ylUzde 22'ye c¢ikmasl
bekleniyor. Zamanla, daha siki ulusal emisyon hedefleri,
daha blyUk kentsel niifus, sarj altyapisindaki iyilestirmeler
ve elektrikli araclara gtic saglayan lityum-iyon pillerin azalan
maliyeti bu tarz araclarin kitlesel olarak benimsenmesini
hizlandiracak gibi gorinUyor.

Bu noktada otonom araclardan da s6éz etmek gerekiyor.
Otonom araclar, insanlarin ve mallarn tasinmasinda
devrim yapmak, yol givenligini artirmak ve yogun
yollarimizdaki trafik yogunlugunu azaltmak icin inanilmaz
bir firsat sunuyor. Sehirlerimizin insa yaklasimlari bile yeni
dénemde degisebilir. Basit bir érnek: Suriclstz araclar
bizi gidecedimiz yere birakabilecek ve daha sonra
bizim icin geri gelebilecek, bdylece blylk
otoparklar gecmiste kalacak.

ELECTRIFICATION: THE NEW TREND!

Transport and the relation with greenhouse gas is
on the world’s agenda as an important topic. In the
US, transport accounts for about 28 percent of total
greenhouse gas emissions, and these emissions
originate largely from burning fossil fuels (mainly
gasoline and diesel) to power cars, trucks, ships, planes
and trains. And this is where electrification comes in!
We urgently need to switch to greener vehicles.

According to 2020 data, electric vehicles account for
only 6 percent of global automotive sales, but this is
expected to rise to 13 percent in 2025 and to 22 percent
in 2030. Over time, stricter national emissions targets,
larger urban populations, improvements in charging
infrastructure and the decreasing cost of the lithium-
ion batteries that power EVs are likely to accelerate
their mass adoption.

At this point, autonomous vehicles should also be
mentioned. Autonomous vehicles offer an incredible
opportunity to revolutionize the transport of people
and goods, improve road safety and reduce congestion
on our busy roads. Even approaches to building our
cities may change in the new era. Here’s a simple
example: Driverless cars will be able to drop
us off at our destination and come back
for us later, so large parking lots will
be a thing of the past. This means
less space for parking lots in city
planning. Many  automakers
are working on research and
development to reach a point
in the next few years where a
vehicle can self-drive only under
certain conditions.

HIGHLIGHTING SERVICE

Servitization is a big trend that will affect
almost all sectors and mobility is no exception.
As more and more people live in densely populated
megacities and concerns about the climate crisis
grow, there is more debate about whether it is really
necessary for everyone to own at least one car. With the
rise of ridesharing services, transport is now much more
complex and multi-layered than the traditional model.

So we will increasingly turn to “mobility providers” as
a service to meet our transport needs. With a mobility
provider, you can borrow a car for a few hours, switch
to an e-scooter in the city later in the day and reach
your home by public transport. Moreover, you can do
all of this on a single platform. The key concept here is
access to mobility rather than ownership. In the future,
the majority of a city’s residents may never need to own
acar.
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
